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were hindered by their enemies, saith
the Lord your God. And I will answer
judgment, wrath, and indignation, wail-
ing, and anguish, and gnashing of teeth
upon their heads, unto the third and
fourth generation, so long as they repent
not, and hate me, saith the Lord your
God." (Doc. & Cov., sec. 103, par. 15.)

"Verily, verily, I say unto you, dark-
ness covereth the earth, and gross dark-
ness the minds of the people, and all
flesh has become corrupt before my face.
Behold, vengeance cometh speedily upon
the inhabitants of the earth, a day of
wrath, a day of burning, a day of deso-
lation, of weeping, of mourning, and of
lamentation; and as a whirlwind it shall
come upon all the face of the earth, saith
the Lord.

And upon my house shall it begin,
and from my house shall it go forth, saith
the Lord; First among those among you,
saith the Lord, who have professed to
know my name and have not known me,
and have blasphemed against me in the
midst of my house, saith the Lord." (Doc.
& Cov., sec. 104, pars. 9, 10.)

"Let them importune at the feet of the
judge; And if he heed them not, let them
importune at the feet of the governor;
And if the governor heed them not, let
them importune at the feet of the presi-
dent; And if the president heed them not,
then will the Lord arise and come forth
out of his hiding place, and in his fury
vex the nation; And in his hot displea-
sure, and in his fierce anger, in his time,
will cut off those wicked, unfaithful, and
unjust stewards, and appoint them their
portion among hypocrites, and unbeliev-
ers; Even in outer darkness, where there
is weeping, and wailing, and gnashing
of teeth. Pray ye, therefore, that their
ears may be opened unto your cries,
that I may be merciful unto them, that
these things may not come upon them.

What I have said unto you must needs
be, that all men may be left without ex-
cuse; That wise men and rulers may hear
and know that which they have never
considered; That I may proceed to bring
to pass my act, my strange act, and per-
form my work, my strange work, that
men may discern between the righteous
and the wicked, saith your God." (Doc. &
Cov., sec. 98, par. 12.)

And do you hear it, O Israel? and
have you seen it, and felt the pangs of
war, when they have sent their army to
this Territory, intending to drive us from
our homes? As they commenced it upon
the house of God, it must go forth upon
themselves; for as they measured out to
us, it must be measured unto them four-
fold.

The nations are already convulsed.
Not only the United States, but many
of the European nations are feeling the
effect of the judgments of the Almighty;
and they will continue to be afflicted
more and more, until the above reve-
lations are fulfilled. There is no evad-
ing the judgments of the Almighty: their
only escape is in obedience to the Gospel
we have to preach. But do they believe
what we have said? No, they do not be-
lieve a word of it; and therefore there is
but little hope in their case.

Brethren and sisters, let your hearts
be open to receive the word of truth,
that the Spirit of the Most High may be
in you as a well of water, springing up
into everlasting life. God bless you for-
ever, and all those that hear these say-
ings and will render obedience unto the
law of God. Peace be upon the righ-
teous, that they may multiply and in-
crease in wisdom and knowledge. I know,
as well as I know that I am here, that the
Priesthood will be taken from those who
dishonor it; for they have no power to
hold the oracles of God who do wickedly.
