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When I go to my Father and God, and
to Joseph, he will say, Come in here, sit
down with us, and enjoy yourself. Would
not this be a happy time? Yes. And what
would you not give to be in the society
of Joseph and Hyrum and his brethren?
You would all give everything you pos-
sess in the world. Then see that you live
for this day by day.

Not a man, woman, or child need to
suffer in this Territory, if they will do
just as they are told. The Lord will pro-
vide for his people, and bring them off
victoriously. Industry and perseverance
will enable us to manufacture the most
of what we want. At present we have
but just commenced in home manufac-
tures; but if we are faithful and diligent,
we shall increase rapidly in our ability.

One of the most grievous things we
have to endure is the evil practices of
some who profess to be Saints; but I feel
to rejoice that these are only the few.
Brethren, I rejoice in spirit and in speak-
ing to you this day. Although I am fee-
ble in body, I am buoyant and strong in
spirit, and I feel that I am going to live a
great many years yet. But if I am called

to pass behind the veil, all will be right
with me. If we are faithful and humble,
the Lord will bring us off conquerors.

I feel to bless this people, that their
hearts may be comforted in the things of
God. I rejoice in the performance of all
my duties, and I never feel weary in do-
ing good, in blessing and comforting my
brethren. Some seem to take pleasure
in finding fault with everything around
them; but they would not do this if they
had done right. When men neglect their
prayers and other duties, they lose the
Spirit of the Lord and get into the dark.

You have the privilege of saving men
temporally and spiritually. Into your
hands is committed the power to become
saviors of men. We have to save our-
selves and others temporally, and then
spiritually.

I feel to say, God bless you! Peace be
with you, and peace be multiplied to the
righteous, and to their seed after them
forever! This is my blessing upon you,
brethren and sisters, in the name of Je-
sus Christ. Amen.
