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when you take up the sword to fight
them. Be liberal, and be just as kind
as you can be, and then see if you will
not feel better than when you took up
the guns to shoot them. There is the
touchstone and the balance wheel! Keep
a good spirit within you towards that
people and it will be well. I am not
afraid, neither should be if I were in
the wilderness. The spirit of intelligence
which I carry with me, and which is in
them would clear my way, and those men
would never hurt a hair of my head, and
why? Because I would treat them kindly
and manifest a good spirit.

Brother Francis Durphy tells an
anecdote about some Indians; he says,
"that as he was coming from Cali-
fornia with a few others they saw a
large band of Indians, and they went

right up and met them, and as they went
up the old chief came as by some un-
seen influence, and held his hands up
and seemed quite pleased to have a talk
with them. The chiefs kept turning back
to talk to the brethren; they were so
pleased that they dismounted and con-
versed, and they seemed to be filled with
the Spirit of God, they felt well; they
could not stay, they said they must go to
their squaws and papooses; the brethren
gave them some fish, and they went off
in the best of spirits." This shows that
there is a power that controls them, and
will continue to their salvation. I know
this is true; I cling to them and intend to
do so through.
