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It is now a great time for digging gold;
and this reminds me that I had a dream,
in which I learned how to dig gold. I saw
the gold wherever I went, lying about
on the ground; I could pick it up in the
night, but in the day time it could not
be seen by anybody. While contemplat-
ing this, the Spirit said unto me, "Don't
you know that light shineth in darkness,
and the darkness comprehendeth it not?"
Now here it is, in the form or shape
of a reward that cometh to the faithful,
and with our purified gold we are called
upon to buy that field, even the king-
dom of God. Never ask yourselves what

the seller of that field does with the price
of it; this is nothing to you or me. And
if there are liabilities upon the President
of this Church let us raise them from his
shoulder, and let the servants of God go
as free as the lark of the morning.

Brethren and sisters, I do not wish to
occupy more than my share of the time,
therefore my remarks I bequeath to you
with the best feelings of my soul, and I
feel that if the services of such an hum-
ble individual as myself can be of use, I
shall feel ever ready to render this ser-
vice.
