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one of the poorest wards in the city, but
it is not so.

Now take upon you this yoke; it
is a great deal easier than to pay
so much more for goods as you have
been doing. I say, the "yoke is easy,
and the burden is light" and we can
bear it. If we will work unitedly,
we can work ourselves into wealth,
health, prosperity, and power, and

this is required of us. It is the duty of
a Saint of God to gain all the influence
he can on this earth, and to use every
particle of that influence to do good. If
this is not his duty, I do not understand
what the duty of man is. I thank you
for your attention, brethren and sisters.
