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the President hated them, the cabinet
hated them, the Priests hated them,
and everybody hated them, and I en-
gendered the same hatred, and I have
not gotten rid of it yet. I wonder
if there is not some other place for

me?" Oh yes, there is another place for
you. Without the gates of the city there
are dogs, sorcerers, whoremongers, adul-
terers and whosoever loveth and maketh
a lie. Now take your choice, Amen.
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Six weeks ago yesterday, I left this
city to visit the settlements throughout
the southern portion of our Territory. My
trip has been one of the most interest-
ing and pleasant I ever undertook, and
I have rejoiced exceedingly in the op-
portunity which I have had of meeting
with the people in that section of coun-
try. There is a great anxiety in many
places and with many people to know
what the condition of affairs is in that
region. I can say that I never saw our
people feeling better as a general thing,
and more willing to do that which is
required of them than at the present
time. There was great anxiety among
them to be instructed, and the meet-
ings in every instance were crowded, the
people turning out with great alacrity,
and expressing regret that we could
not stay longer. Brother Erastus Snow
and brother Musser and myself at-

tended most of the meetings. Part of
the time in visiting the western settle-
ments I was alone. The anxiety of the
people seems to be to know what to do
and to be instructed in the best man-
ner of doing that which God requires at
their hands; and this is the spirit which,
as Latter-day Saints, we should enter-
tain and cherish. God has called us to
be a peculiar people; he has raised up
Prophets, has organized his Church, has
placed within it those callings and offices
and gifts and qualifications and bless-
ings which characterized the Church in
ancient days, and he has condescended
in his mercy and goodness to reveal
himself unto the children of men, to
teach them, counsel them and inspire
them so that they may be instruments
in his hands in building up his king-
dom, and laying the foundation of that
work of which the Prophets have spoken,
