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the work of God, and accomplish his pur-
poses here upon the earth.”

Why, some of these men you heard El-
der Hyde talking about here the other
day are beginning to visit the Laman-
ites. Somebody asked me why they did
not come to some of us. Said I—'"T do
not know, but I think that if I was the
father of these folks I should go to them
first, seek after them first." But no mat-
ter, let them operate and us operate, and
God operate, and don't let us stand in the
way of God. Let us humble ourselves; let
us reverence the Priesthood and honor
those who are keeping the command-

ments of God and managing the af-
fairs of his Church and kingdom on the
earth. Let us operate also with the liv-
ing Priesthood of all ages; with Adam,
Seth, Enoch, Noah, Melchizedek, Abra-
ham, Isaac, Jacob, the Prophets, Jesus,
his Apostles, with Ether, Jared and his
brother—Lehi, Alma, Moroni, Mormon,
the Prophets and Apostles on this conti-
nent, and men that have held the same
Priesthood that we do, and with them
help our heavenly Father to establish
and roll on this kingdom; to save the liv-
ing and the dead and bring in everlast-
ing righteousness, in the name of Jesus.
Amen.
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There have been a number of items of
interest touched upon by the brethren
who have spoken during this Con-
ference, and as it is a time when
we meet together for the purpose
of receiving general instructions, it
seems to me very desirable that the
time should be occupied in dwelling
upon principles which immediately

pertain to our condition and present cir-
cumstances. In the remarks which I
shall make this afternoon, I trust I shall
be led to speak upon those things which
immediately concern us, and which per-
tain to our daily lives.

I rejoice exceedingly in this op-
portunity, that is, the opportunity of
