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use this Endowment House for Temple
purposes. But since, through the mercies
and blessings of God, we are able to build
Temples, it is the will and commandment
of God that we do so.

I thank you for your attention.
We will adjourn this Conference

until the 6th day of April next, to meet
at ten o'clock a.m., in the Temple at St.
George. We intend to dedicate it then.
We shall dedicate some parts this fall,
and commence to work in it.

I feel to bless the people, and say, May
Heaven be kind to you. Amen.
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We have heard, this afternoon, the
testimony of one of our young brethren,
Elder Mathoni Pratt, who has just re-
turned, rejoicing in the truth, from his
first preaching mission abroad.

When speaking of his late experi-
ence, my mind was carried back to the
days of my youth, when, at the age of
nineteen, I went forth to the world to
preach the great principles embraced in
the faith of the Latter-day Saints. I,
too, felt my weakness, being then very
timid and bashful, never having been
accustomed to public speaking. But
the Lord, in whom I placed my trust,

gave me strength according to my faith
and perseverance, to proclaim the truth
to the people. The Holy Ghost, which
had been given me, brought to mind the
Scriptures of eternal truth, in the very
moment needful to present them to the
people. Passages which I had merely
read, in my early school days, came as
vividly to my mind as though I had com-
mitted them to memory. This was in ful-
fillment of a promise of God to all his
faithful servants. The Lord, through new
revelation, has commanded his servants,
who go forth as missionaries in this last
dispensation, to take no thought before-
