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should act with candor and truthfulness,
and should be able to scan our own ac-
tions as well as those of others, to see
wherein we come short in following the
example that was set us by one of the an-
cient Prophets, in which he said, "Search
me, O God, and try me and prove me:
And if there be any way of wickedness
in me, bid it depart.”

The position that we occupy is in-
deed a very peculiar one. We are gath-
ered here from the nations of the earth.
We are gathered here because of cer-
tain plans, purposes and designs of Je-
hovah, pertaining to the world wherein
we live, pertaining to the peoples who
have existed before us, and relating to
all men whether living or dead. And
as the Lord organized this world; as He
is said to be the God of the spirits of
all flesh; and as he is interested in the
welfare of all humanity, he would be
the proper personage to inaugurate ev-
ery measure, everything that would be
calculated to promote the interests of
mankind. And in the accomplishment of
the salvation of the human family his de-
signs, plans and purposes have been per-
fected generations long ago. If he could
reveal unto Adam all of the events which
would transpire upon the earth associ-
ated with coming generations, he cer-
tainly must himself have had a knowl-
edge of those things which he commu-
nicated to our first parents, or he could
not have revealed them. Among other
things which the Lord designed should
be introduced upon the earth was what is
termed the dispensation of the fulness of
times, wherein he would gather together
all things in one, whether they be things
on the earth or things in heaven; but all
should be gathered together in one.

We have had in the different ages
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various dispensations; for instance what
may be called the Adamic dispensa-
tion, the dispensation of Noah, the dis-
pensation of Abraham, the dispensa-
tion of Moses and of the Prophets who
were associated with that dispensation;
the dispensation of Jesus Christ, when
he came to take away the sins of the
world by the sacrifice of himself, and
in and through those various dispensa-
tions, certain principles, powers, privi-
leges and Priesthoods have been devel-
oped. But in the dispensation of the ful-
ness of times a combination or a fulness,
a completeness of all those dispensations
was to be introduced among the human
family. If there was anything pertain-
ing to the Adamic (or what we may term
more particularly the patriarchal) dis-
pensation, it would be made manifest in
the last days. If there was anything as-
sociated with Enoch and his city, and the
gathering together of his people, or of the
translation of his city, it would be mani-
fested in the last days. If there was any-
thing associated with the Melchizedek
Priesthood in all its forms, powers, priv-
ileges and blessings at any time or in
any part of the earth, it would be re-
stored in the last days. If there was any-
thing connected with the Aaronic Priest-
hood, that also would be developed in the
last times. If there was anything asso-
ciated with the Apostleship and Presi-
dency that existed in the days of Jesus,
or that existed on this continent, it would
be developed in the last times; for this is
the dispensation of the fulness of times,
embracing all other times, all principles,
all powers, all manifestations, all Priest-
hoods and the powers thereof that have
existed in any age, in any part of the
world. For, "Those things which never
have been revealed from the founda-
