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All that is necessary on our part is to
fear God and keep his commandments—
to be brave and loyal and true to the
cause that He has established upon the
earth—to live such lives of purity as
shall enlist heaven in our behalf. That
is all that is necessary for us as in-
dividuals, or as a people, to do. God
is doing a great work among us, much
greater than many of us imagine. We
do not see Him, but He is nevertheless
in our midst. We do not see Jesus, but
He is nevertheless in our midst.
