pensation of the fullness of times.

How great will be our joy when we at-
tain to these blessings, and realize these
promises that have been made to us.
The Lord will dwell in the midst of His
people, and the angels will be with us,
with the ministrations of our Father in
heaven; these are privileges and bless-
ings indeed, that eye hath not seen, nor
ear heard, and the glory thereof hath not
entered in the heart of man to conceive,
but the Lord hath revealed them unto
us by His spirit. Then we shall hear
His voice, and see His face, and know
that He exists, for we shall see His glory
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and participate with the sanctified in the
powers of the world to come, for being
heirs of God we shall be joint heirs with
our Lord Jesus Christ, and having suf-
fered with Him for righteousness' sake,
we shall also reign with Him in glory.

In conclusion, let me exhort you to
turn to the Lord, and serve Him with full
purpose of heart, and be willing to con-
secrate yourselves and all you have unto
His service, and so live that you can per-
fect the bond of union that will secure
unto you eternal life, and bring honor
and glory to Him that sitteth upon the
throne forever and ever. That this may
be your happy lot, is my prayer, in the
name of Jesus Christ, Amen.
