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small degree of the fate of Solomon; the
same result is in his case, and it will
be in every case. I do not care how
strong the man may be, he may have
strength enough to hold the woman,
to overpower her influence, but it is
a risk that should not be taken; for
if a man does he will almost be sure
to be overcome, and fall into trouble.

I pray God the Eternal Father, to
bless us as a people; to bless you, my
brethren and sisters, and to give you
strength and wisdom and grace to gov-
ern your families and yourselves, so that
you will always be found in the path
of righteousness, the path that leadeth
unto the Lord, which I ask in the name
of Jesus. Amen.
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I will read a few verses contained
in the 68th section of the Book of Doc-
trine and Covenants, a book of revelation
and commandment, which the Lord has
given unto us in this last dispensation,
for our guidance:

"And again, inasmuch as parents
have children in Zion, or in any of her
stakes which are organized, that teach
them not to understand the doctrine of
repentance, faith in Christ the Son of the
living God, and of baptism and the gift of
the Holy Ghost by the laying on of the
hands, when eight years old, the sin be
upon the heads of the parents.

"For this shall be a law unto the in-
habitants of Zion, or in any of her stakes
which are organized.

"And their children shall be baptized
for the remission of their sins when eight
years old, and receive the laying on of
hands.

"And they shall also teach their chil-
dren to pray, and to walk uprightly be-
fore the Lord.

"And the inhabitants of Zion

shall also observe the Sabbath day to
keep it holy.

"And the inhabitants of Zion also
shall remember their labors, inasmuch
as they are appointed to labor, in all
faithfulness; for the idler shall be had in
remembrance before the Lord.

"Now, I, the Lord, am not well pleased
with the inhabitants of Zion, for there
are idlers among them; and their chil-
dren are also growing up in wickedness;
they also seek not earnestly the riches of
eternity, but their eyes are full of greedi-
ness."

I will also read from the 29th section
of the same book:

"But behold, I say unto you, that lit-
tle children are redeemed from the foun-
dation of the world through mine Only
Begotten;

"Wherefore, they cannot sin, for
power is not given unto Satan to tempt
little children, until they begin to be ac-
countable before me;

"For it is given unto them even
as I will, according to mine own
