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stand by all His people. There is this
peculiarity about our God. He is not
like the devil. When the devil gets
a man in a tight place he leaves him
there; he encircles him in his net, he
lets him get entangled in its meshes,
and then leaves him to himself. That
is the devil's way. He deserts those
who follow him when they most need
his help. But with God, in the time of
the greatest extremity, in the time when
help is most needed, then He is close
to His faithful servants and His faithful

children; then is the time that He stands
by them. In the deepest waters He is
with them; in the midst of the heavi-
est and sorest afflictions He is at their
right hand and at their left; He is around
about to sustain and carry them off vic-
torious.

God help us to be true and faithful to
the cause that He has established, that
in the end we may be permitted to sit
down with him and His Son in His King-
dom, is my prayer in the name of Jesus,
Amen.
